GENERAL SHOW RULES
1. Any person entering the show grounds is responsible for knowing and agreeing to abide by the
rules and regulations issued by the show committee as a condition of entry.
2. Show management reserves the right to combine, split or cancel any class.
3. Golf Carts & Motorized Vehicles may not be driven by Unlicensed Drivers anywhere on the show
grounds; violators are subject to suspension from the show.
4. Minor exhibitors - Parents or guardians shall hold the management, staff, and facility of the horse
show harmless for any injury to such minor. A minor’s entry will only be accepted when it is signed by
a parent or guardian.
5. Proof of a current negative Coggins test is required to bring horses onto the horse show grounds.
6. Any verbal or physical act of discourtesy toward a Judge, Show Official, staff or crew member, or
Southeastern Arena Park employee on the part of a trainer, owner, rider, groom, family member, or
person associated with an entry will immediately disqualify that entry, and all fees will be forfeited.
7. Dogs must be on a leash at all times. Disruptive dogs may be subject to impoundment and/or a
$50.00 penalty added to the owner’s show bill.
8. Byron Lions Club, their volunteers and officials shall not be responsible for any accident or injury
which might occur to persons, horses or to any property while attending the shows, nor will they be
responsible for any personal article which may be lost, stolen or destroyed.
9. The class schedule may be changed for the betterment of the show; Exhibitors agree to show
under a substitute judge, should a legitimate need arise.
10. Add/scratch must be received in the office prior to the start of the class. To register for an addi-
tional class or make a change, exhibitors must register at least 3 classes prior to the class they want
to enter.
11. Questions not covered by USEF rules will be decided by the horse show management; such
decision shall be final.
12. The wearing of approved hard hats by all junior exhibitors is required. Protective headgear and
proper attire is mandatory in all classes unless it states otherwise in the description of the class. Back
numbers must be visible at all times.

CLASS DESCRIPTIONS FOR HUNTER/JUMPER CLASSES ON SUNDAY
Hunter Over Fences & Courses: To be shown over at least eight fences at the required height. To
be judged on performance and soundness unless otherwise noted. Hunter courses will simulate
fences found in the hunting field such as brush, wall, in and out, oxer, gate, coop, and panels. Man-
agement reserves the right to adjust fence heights or spread as competition warrants.
Hunter Under Saddle: To be shown at a walk, trot, and canter.
ATTIRE: Proper attire (Jackets) required in all classes. Protective headgear is required. Polo
shirts and chaps are not permitted except in un-judged warm-up classes.
1. Horses and ponies may enter no more than seven classes over fences, including equitation .
2. The 2 minute gate rule will be in effect.
3. NO schooling over fences allowed in the arena. Warm-up classes are provided.
4. Lunging will be restricted to designated areas. There will be no lunging in show ring or warm-up
rings.
5. Correct back numbers must be worn in all classes or the horse/rider may not receive a placing.
6. Poling and offsets are absolutely forbidden anywhere on the show grounds.
HUNTER CLASS DESCRIPTIONS
Lead Line - Open to riders 6yrs. & under on horse/pony led by a helper, must have saddle and stir-
rups. Riders may show in class 72 Walk-Stop.
Walk - Stop - Open to inexperienced riders of any age; riders may not cross enter into any other
class/division with the exception of Lead Line. Trainers requested in the arena.
Pre-Beginner — Limited to riders in their first two years of showing.
Novice Rider -Limited to riders in their first two years of showing. Canter will be done one at a time.
Novice Riders may enter Beginner cross rails, Classes 79 & 80.
Beginner - (Classes 79-82) Riders must be in their first two years of showing. Riders may not ride in
Pre-Beginner division. Riders are encouraged to trot in classes 79 & 80.
Cross rails 18” — Open to riders of all ages, and green horses in their first two years of showing.
Riders cannot cross-enter from pre-beginner division.
Short Stirrup 2’ - Open to riders’ ages 12 years and under, on horses or ponies, in their first or sec-
ond year of showing over fences higher than 18” in any hunter show. Short and Long stirrup divisions
may be combined if entries are low.
Long Stirrup 2’ — Open to riders’ ages 13 and up, on horses or ponies, in their first or second year of
showing over fences higher than 18" in any hunter show. Short and Long Stirrup divisions may be
combined if entries are low.
Pony Hunter 2’-2'6” — Open to all junior riders (under 18) on ponies. Riders cannot cross enter in
short or long stirrup. Course will be on a 12’ stride unless otherwise noted on posted courses at show.
Hopeful Hunter 2’ - Open to all horses & ponies.
Green Hunter 2’3" — Open to all horses and ponies in their second year of showing.
Low Hunter 2’6” — Open to all horses/ponies and riders.
Children Hunter 3’ - Open to horses/ponies ridden by a junior
Open Hunter 3’ - Open to all horses & ponies.
Working Hunter 3'6" - Open to all horses & ponies.
Age Group Equitation’s -(Riders age as of 12/1/09) - 11 & under 2'; 12-14 2'6”; 15-17 & Adult 3’
Jumper Table Descriptions:
Table II, Sec. 2 (a/b)-At management’s discretion, each exhibitor may have the option of taking
part in the jump-off at the completion of their round as in 2(b), or after all exhibitors have completed
their first round.
Optimum Time in First Round (Table IV Sec. 1)-The first round is decided by adding together the
faults incurred over the course and any penalties for exceeding the Time Allowed. In the case of
equality of faults, ties will be broken on the following basis: an “Optimum Time” (defined as 4 seconds
less than the Time Allowed for the course) will be posted on the course plan; the horse with the time
on course closest to this Optimum Time (over or under) will prevail in the tie, next closest next, etc.
(No jump-off ).
